French Revolutionary Wars 1792-1801 ~ Austrian Line Infantry Facing Colours and Titles.
This often confusing subject seems to be largely neglected so far. The Inhaber titles are from Stephen Millar’s superb article on

www.napoleon-series.org. The facing colours and change dates are from ‘Uniformkunde’ by Knoétel, Knotel & Sieg and Markus
Stein’s excellent www.napoleon-online.de. Special thanks to Nick Huband of Wargames Development for his help.
‘Hun.’ after the regimental number indicates a Hungarian regiment. W or Y after the facing colour indicates white metal or yellow
metal buttons. The only safe sources to identify facing colours are contemporary fine oil portraits (after skilled restoration!) The
following colour terms are therefore mere approximations: Apfelgriin: apple green. Bleichblau: pale blue (a.k.a. “Bleumourant”).
Dunkelblau: dark blue (“Franzblau” in some sources). Dunkelbraun: dark brown. Grasgriin: grass green. Gris de lin (French
term): violet grey. Hechtgrau: pike grey. Hellblau: light blue. Himmelblau: middle shade blue apparently darker than bleichblau
and hellblau (a.k.a. “sapphire” in Knoétel, Knotel & Sieg). Kaisergelb: rich slightly orangey yellow. Karmesinrot: crimson. Krapprot:
madder red. Krebsrot: crab (orangey / brownish) red. Lichthechtgrau: light pike grey (apparently very close to the off-white coat
colour). Meergriin; sea green. Paperlgrun: parrot green. Ponceau (French term): poppy red. Pompadour: deep red, almost purple.
Rosenrot: strong pink. Schwefelgelb: sulphur yellow (apparently brighter than kaisergelb). Stahlgriin: steel green.
